AŌer a comfortable breakfast, relax and ride through unforgeƩable land-
scapes composed of gently rolling vine-clad hills before taking a walk in San 
Gimignano and Volterra (two of the most picturesque of Italy’s perfectly pre-
served medieval towns). Enjoy lunch at an Osteria or dinner at an Agriturismo

Leave Tuscany for a drive through the Apennine Mountains to reach Venice. 
Enter a gliƩering maze of islands, canals, and bridges on a lagoon cruise to the 
colorful Island of Burano where tradiƟonal fishing boats are sƟll used. Enjoy 
lunch with some free Ɵme on the island before returning to Venice for a walk-
ing tour of St. Marks’ Square, ByzanƟne Basilica, Doge’s Palace, Bridge of 
Sighs, and the local Glass Factory. Hotel: Belstay, Voco or similar (1 night) .
